Hayton Parish Council Objects because:
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Carlisle Plan policy HO 2 — The applicant believes that this comes under the
heading of windfall housing.

However, 5.11 states that in smaller villages no allocations have been made as
10 additional houses on one site may be inappropriate in terms of scale.
There will now be 10 houses on this site with the existing houses on this road
and even more when the houses on The Dell are included.. This is
overdevelopment of a green field site.

5.12-this means villages which have, or have good access to, for example, a
primary school, post office, shop and frequent public transport within 400m.
There is no school, shop or public transport within 400 m of this proposed
development.

Policy HO 4 — Affordable housing section 5.32 sub-dividing a site to avoid
making affordable housing contributions will not be acceptable. The yield
generated by the site as a whole will be assessed....

5.35 - for sites of eleven units or over.....

The piecemeal nature of the developments (The Dell, Partridge Hill phase 1
and now this development) has meant that the developer has avoided the
need to provide affordable local housing in contradiction of point 5.35 as this
will mean 15 houses in total.

Highways — the number of vehicles using this U road is unsustainable as this
could lead to an extra 30 vehicles regularly using the road. The road capacity
is inadequate.

There is no evidence that the wildlife area is what is wanted or needed by local
residents and the assertion that this has been consulted upon is incorrect.

We are concerned that the proposed soakaways will increase the issues of
poor drainage in the area leading to increased localised flooding.

However, should the application be agreed against Parish Council wishes and
recommendations councillors would like to see the following as conditions:

1 The 30 MPH limit should be extended so that it is at least 120m further
out from The Dell with the cost met by the developer.

71 That the highway authority use section 59 of 1980 Highways Act to
reach an agreement with the developer to cover his liability for damage
caused by construction vehicles during the development.

1 Any construction phase traffic management plan must include a ban
on HGVs using the section of the U1206 between the development and
Talkin Village.

1 The plan calls for removal of a hedgerow and we would like to see a
condition imposed that the new hedgerow is maintained by the
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developer until it adequately masks the development and that the new
hedgerow is planted using quick thorn.
